
Minimum wage rates

Effective:  Aug. 1, 2016

MINIMUM WAGE RATE

Large employer – Any enterprise with an annual gross dollar 
volume of sales made or business done of $500,000 or more

$9.50/hour

Small employer – Any enterprise with an annual gross volume 
of sales made or business done of less than $500,000

Training wage – May be paid to employees younger than 20 
years of age for the first 90 consecutive days of employment

Youth wage – May be paid to employees younger than 18 years 
of age

$7.75/hour

J-1 Visa – Applies to employees of hotels, motels, lodging 
establishments and resorts working under the authority of a 
summer work, travel Exchange Visitor (J) non-immigrant visa

$7.75/hour
